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original Babylon, ancient Nineveh.  He organized 

this world’s first “One World Government.” His 

Name Nimrod, in Hebrew, is derived from 

“Marad,” meaning “He rebelled.” 

     Ancient writings, showed he was so evil that , “it 

is said he married his own mother,” whose name 

was Semiramis. After his untimely death, Semira-

mis propagated the evil doctrine of survival of Nim-

rod as a spirit being. She claimed a full—grown 

evergreen tree sprang overnight from a dead tree 

stump, which symbolized the springing forth unto 

new life of the dead Nimrod. On each anniversary 

of his birth, she claimed, Nimrod would visit the 

evergreen tree and leave gifts upon it.  

     Through her scheming and designing, Semiramis 

became the Babylonian “Queen of Heaven,” and 

Nimrod, under various names, became the “divine 

son of heaven.” Through the generations, in this 

idolatrous worship, Nimrod also became the false 

Messiah, son of Baal the Sun-god.  

     “Mother and Child” (Semiramis and Tammuz) 

according to the Babylonian tradition, Nimrod’s 

wife Semiramis bore a son whom she named Tam-

muz. She claimed that Tammuz was Nimrod reborn, 

the son of the sun god. This was a satanic deception 

of the promise of a coming Savior in Genesis 3:15: 

“And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, 

and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise 

thy head, and thou shall bruise his heel.” The birth 

of Tammuz was, of course, another part of the sa-

tanic lie. Semiramis claimed that her son was super-

naturally conceived, so the mother was worshipped 

as well as the child. Many of the Jews in Babylon 

accepted, at least in part, this satanic religion, and 

one of the Jewish months is Tammuz. This worship 

of “Mother and Child” spread over the world. The 

names varied in different countries and languages. 

In Egypt it was Isis and Osiris. In Asia, Cybele and 

Deolus. In pagan Rome, Fortuna and Jupiter. In 

Papal Rome, Mary and “christ child”. Even in 

Greece, China, Japan, and Tibet is to be found the 

counterpart of the Madonna, long before the birth 

of Christ!  

     Every Christmas season you’ll hear sung dozens 

of times the hymn “Silent Night, Holy Night” with 

its familiar “Mother and Child” theme.  We who 

have been born into a babylonish world, reared and 

steeped in these things all our lives, have been 

taught to revere it as holy and sacred. We never 

questioned to see where they came from—Bible or 

pagan idolatry. 

    “The customs and practices… unfit the minds… 
for the entrance of truth… the great importance 

placed upon holidays,-- are all a species of idolatry, 

a sacrifice upon idol altars.” (Fundamentals of Christian 

Education 1923 pg.312) 

     It would be more appropriate to observe the 7th 

day Sabbath, as a rest day in honor of the finished 

Creation (Gen. 2:1-3), to the Glory of God, each 

week, than to celebrate  

a pagan Christmas or 

Easter once a year. The 

weekly Sabbath, most 

Christians forget to ob-

serve, although there is 

an explicit command in 

God’s Word, to do so, and even though the com-

mand begins with the words “Remember the Sab-

bath day to keep it holy…” (Ex 20:8-11) most have 

chosen to substitute it with another day. How is it 

with you my friend, will you please God, or men? 

That is the question. 

FINAL THOUGHTS 

     The facts that have been discussed, should cause 

every professed Christian to doubt the godliness of 

the Christmas celebration. The scriptures say, “for 

whatsoever is not of faith is sin.” (Romans 14:23). Eve-

rything associated with the Christ-less-mass re-

quires faith in man’s customs, traditions, and fables.  

If you choose Christ over all these, and choose to 

put your faith in Him alone, asking the Lord Jesus 

Christ for guidance, His Holy Spirit will lead you 

into all truth, found in His Holy Word. Will you 

determine in your heart to give up these abomina-

tions and follow Christ? Please dear friend, Jesus is 

coming soon to take His faithful people home. 

Those only who have been obedient to all of His 

commands, will be saved.

     It was not instituted by Christ or the apostles, or 

by Bible authority. It was picked up afterward from 

paganism. Christmas was, according to many au-

thorities, not celebrated in the first centuries of the 

Roman Church, as its usage in general was to cele-

brate the death of remarkable persons rather than 

their birth. 

     In the formative years of the Christian Church 

the Church’s arch enemy, Satan, changed his tactics 

for destroying Christianity. Early on he used perse-

cution, but finding that not to be as effective as he 

wanted he changed his method of assault. “Satan 

and his angels decided that there was a more suc-

cessful way to destroy souls, and more certain in the 

end.

WHAT ABOUT MISTLETOE? 

     Among the ancients, mistletoe was considered 

sacred to the sun, and was used in December, winter 

solstice festivities, when the sun was lowest in the 

sky. Kissing under the mistletoe was thought to be 

an act of pagan solar worship. Very licentious and 

temple prostitutions were performed during the 

eight-day Roman Saturnalia which immediately 

preceded December 25 sun-birth celebration.

—Frederick J Haskins, Answers to Questions 

Jeremiah 10:2-6 “Thus saith the Lord, Learn not the 

way of the heathen… For the customs of the people 

are vain: for one cutteth a tree out of the forest, the 

work of the hands of the workman, with the axe. 

They deck it with silver and with gold; they fasten it 

with nails and with hammers, that  it move not.” 

This is a perfect description of the Christmas tree, 

termed by the Eternal as “the way of the heathen—

the customs of the people.” We are commanded not 

to learn that way of the heathen or follow it!  It is 

also viewed in this passage as idolatry. The fifth 

verse shows that these trees cannot speak, or walk 

but must be carried. “Be not afraid of them; for they

in having a Christmas tree, but that is not what the 

verses are saying.
