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Drug medication, as it is generally practiced, is a curse.
Educate away from drugs. Use them less and less, and depend
more upon hygienic agencies; then nature will respond to God's
physicians—#1. Pure Air, #2.Pure Water, #3.Proper Ex-
ercise, a #4.Clear Conscience. Those who persist in the use
of tea, coffee, and flesh meats will feel the need of drugs, but
many might recover without one grain of medicine if they would
obey the laws of health. Drugs need seldom be used. CCh 105.4

Pure air, #5.Sunlight, #6. Abstemiousness, #7.Rest,
Exercise, #8. Proper Diet, the use of water, #9. Trust in Di-
vine Power--these are the true remedies. ML 135.5

The Lord has given some #10. Simple Herbs of the field
that at times are beneficial; and if every family were educated in
how to use these herbs in case of sickness, much suffering might
be prevented, and no doctor need be called. These old-
SJashioned, simple herbs, used intelligently, would have
recovered many sick who have died under drug medication.
2SM 294.1

One of the most beneficial remedies is pulverized
charcoal, placed in a bag and used in fomentations. This is a
most successful remedy. If wet in smartweed boiled, it is still
better. I have ordered this in cases where the sick were suffering
great pain, and when it has been confided to me by the physician
that he thought it was the last before the close of life. Then I sug-
gested the charcoal, and the patient slept, the turning point
came, and recovery was the result. To students when injured
with bruised hands and suffering with inflammation, I
have prescribed this simple remedy, with perfect success. The
poison of inflammation was overcome, the pain removed, and
healing went on rapidly. The most severe inflammation of the
eyes will be relieved by a poultice of charcoal, put in a bag, and
dipped in hot or cold water, as will best suit the case. This works
like a charm. 2SM 294.2

Charcoal and a few drops of Eucalyptus
oil combined together in a moist poultice, with
ground flaxseed, and water bring wonderful
healing to the lungs when applied to the chest
for several hours.
